This image is the most complete and detailed X-ray 
view of Puppis A ever obtained, made by combining 
a mosaic of different Chandra and XMM-Newton 
observations. In this image, low-energy X-rays are 
shown in red, medium-energy X-rays are in green 
and high energy X-rays are colored blue.
